SCENIC ROUTE

DISCOVER NASSAU (Code: NAS01)

Duration
2.5 h

Drive through Nassau to reach the highest point of the island, from where you will enjoy a view of the harbor. At this location, you will have time to explore the Queen Victoria Staircase on your own, do some light
shopping, and take pictures. Then, you will head to Paradise Island, followed by a photo opportunity at the Atlantis Resort. Continue with a drive past the Government House and the Parliament Building before you
stop at John Watling's Distillery, where you will be welcomed with a pina colada rum sample, learn about the process of rum making in Nassau, and enjoy some time on the outdoor patio. We will then pass by Fish Fry
and Junkanoo Beach for a photo stop, from where you will see your ship in the harbor, before returning to the pier. 
Please note: Guests must be at least 21 years old to consume alcohol. The driver of this tour is also the guide. This tour is considered not available for guests in wheelchairs. Guests with walking di culty and mobility
problems should consider that there is a walking distance of approximately 1 mile/1.6 km to cover form the ship to the buses. The order of stops visited may vary. Guests can choose to enter Fort Fincastle while
exploring Queen Victoria Staircase. The entrance fee to the fort is not included in the price of this tour and is to be paid at the guests own expense directly onsite. At Atlantis, there is an approximately 5-minute walk to
reach the resort. This tour is not a shopping-focused experience. While vendors may be present at select stops, shopping is at the guests discretion and the primary focus of the tour is on exploring the history and
highlights of the island.

Drive a Jeep through downtown Nassau and its suburbs, taking in attractions such as the caves where the indigenous Lucayans once lived and then pausing to relax approximately 30 minutes at the beach. After a
short walk from the pier, you will hop into a Jeep Wrangler and hit the open road. There is plenty to see during your time behind the wheel, starting with downtown Nassau, the capital, largest city, and cultural hub of
the Bahamas. You will then head west towards the Nassau Caves for a photo stop. Enjoy views of the JFK Memorial and the Tropical Gardens. Free time on one of Nassau's beaches follows, during which you might
stroll along the shore, bask in the sun or simply admire the sea. Then after lunch, you will return to the pier. Guests must be at least 5 years old to participate. 
Please note: Tour is priced per person, not per vehicle, you may be paired with other guests, maximum 4 guests per vehicle. If you wish to have your own jeep, you will be required to pay for its full capacity of 4 guests.

Guests are not permitted to wear tanning oils or excessive amounts of
sunscreen. This excursion includes a 15-minute walk to/from the pick-up point. Swim diapers are required in all pools and attractions for toddlers. Shoes, sandals, or aqua socks are strongly recommended, especially
for children. To ensure the safety of the animals and guests, personal cameras, cell phones, go pros, and other electronic devices cannot be used during the interaction. Food and beverages are available for purchase
throughout Atlantis. Please be advised that Atlantis is cashless, and credit or debit cards will be required for purchases. There is a considerable amount of walking on this tour and guests must be at least 48 inches tall
to ride the water slides. Poseidon's Play Zone water play fort and slides are accessible for children under 48 inches tall. Lounge chairs, towels and life jackets are provided. Non-motorized water sports are available for
rent. Lockers available at extra cost. Return to the ship is on a shuttle basis. Shuttle bus timetable will be communicated before arriving at Atlantis. This tour lasts a minimum of 4 hours. However, depending on your
ship timing in port and daylight hours, it is subject to be extended further.
